1. Detach the upper part of the lamp as shown in Fig. 6 by turning it
counterclockwise.

2. Make sure the operation switch is in the OFF position.

3. Release the battery compartment’s screw located on the silver reflector
and remove the old battery pack. Make sure the new batteries are high
quality - 2 x Li-lon Battery Pack (3.2 Volt / 3,000mA) (Fig. 2).

4. Install the new batteries into the battery compartment.

5. Reassemble the unit by reversing the above procedure.

If your solar charged light does not come on at dusk despite
observance of all the instructions, please try the following steps:

1. Make sure that the solar light is not being affected by
any other light source (i.e street lights). —

Ensure the solar light is not positioned in the shade during the day.
Make sure the switch in the lamp head is in the” ON” position.

Check that the batteries are installed correctly.
Check that the GS Solar LED Light Bulb is installed correctly.

NOTE: The performance of the solar light will vary with the time of year. It will deliver longer
duration when it has had a full day in the sun rather than a day in overcast weather.
