WIRING DIAGRAM

SUSPENDED INSTALLATION

1. Secure the chain to the V-hook. (Fig. 1)
2. Adjust the chain length as needed by removing the links. 
3. Install the V-hook on each end of the luminaire. (Fig. 1)
4. After securely hanging the fixture, select a suitable wiring knock out   
and connect the wires as per the wiring diagram and local code. (Fig. 2)
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NOTE: Please cap the dim 
and AUX cables if not in use.L: Black

SURFACE MOUNTING

1. Mount the brackets and secure them with a bolt to the strut rail or ceiling. (Fig. 6)
2. Install the luminaire to the brackets and affix it with screws. (Fig. 7)
3. Choose a suitable wiring knock out and connect the wires as per  
 the wiring diagram and local code.

WIRE GUARD INSTALLATION

Place the wire guard over the top of the luminaire and affix 
it with screws on the side. (Fig. 8)

INSTALLATION OF DC MOTION SENSOR

Using a screwdriver, unscrew the 1/2"
knockout and screw on the motion sensor  
(MS01-PIR-TW-DC or MS04-MW-TW-DC)

2. Lock the bracket to the luminaire. (Fig. 4) 
3. Connect the wires as per the wiring diagram and local code.
4. Lock side brackets with screwdriver. (Fig. 5)
